I used to enjoy watching TV talk shows as we approached a new year and the 

“experts” and the self-proclaimed psychics predicted what was coming in the 

next twelve months. Most missed the mark badly, once in a while one of 

them managed to be surprisingly correct. 

 

I’ve never been one to try to predict the future, but as we move into 2022, I 

want to make some confident predictions: 

 

1. I can confidently predict that we are moving into a year of change as a 

church. In one way that’s true every year, but we are on the cusp of some un-

usually significant decisions that will change Harvest for a long time to come.

Harvest has come a long way since the split a few years back, and now we’ve 

weathered two years of the Covid crisis and are stabilizing around a “new 

norm.”

We’ve needed both of those times of focusing on our own needs and concerns. But now we’ve 

got to decide if we’re going to shift to an outward, mission-minded focus, or just maintain the 

church. 

 

In this age, maintenance-minded churches are rapidly declining. But as the Covid crisis fades into 

less of a crisis and more of something we’ve got to live with, churches that want to reach out to 

their communities are beginning to thrive again. 

 

I’ve watched a lot of people go through major surgeries over the years. At first, they have to just 

passively accept whatever directions they get from the doctors. But there comes a time, usually 

fairly early in the process, where a person decides to aggressively choose to get well or to just 

adjust to a deeply limited life. 

 

We’re at one of those decision points as a congregation. The decision won’t come by voting for a 

new pastor, it will come as each of us makes decisions about stepping into new roles and taking 

on new responsibilities. Are you in?
